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Recess Details

Fully lined recess for the screen. The front
of the screen can be flush with the wall
surface or set slightly back.

CABLES:

During installation, cables between the two
mechanisms shall be required to run to a suitable
storage location; connecting to the control box
(200[7.9] x 150[5.9] x 50[2.0]).

A nominal ®40mm[1.6] cable entry/exit hole is
recommended to provide suitable access for cable
routing.

The control box shall need to be connected into a
mains (13A) plug socket. An infrared receiver on a
1.5m[59.1] lead is also plugged into the control box.

PANELS:

The moving panels shall be 10mm][0.4]
proud of the wall surface.

NOTE:
